The researchers studied the behaviour of female brown capuchin morikeys. They lookk cute.
They are good-natured, co-operative creatures, and they share their food tardily. Above al, like
their femmale hurnan counterpart, they tend to pay much closer attention to the value of - “goods
and services” than males

Such characteristics make them perfect céntidates for Dr. Brosnan's and Dr. de waal's study.
The researchers spent two years teaching their monkeys to exchange tokens for food. Nommally,
the monkeys tere happy enough to exchange pieces of rock for slices of cucumber However,
when two monkeys were placed in separate but adjoining chambers, 50 that each could observe
what the other vwas gefting in return o its rock, their became markedly different,

In the world of capuchin grapes are hizury goods (and much preferable to cucumbers). So
when one monkey was handed a grape in exchange for her token, the second was refuctant to hand
hers over for a mere piece of cucumiber. And if one received a grape without having 10 provide her
token in exchange at all, the other either tossed her own token a the researcher or out of the
chatber, or refised to accept the slice of cucurnber Indeed, the mere firesence of a grape in the
other charnber (without an actual monkey to ezt if) was enough to induce resentment in a female
capuchin

The teseatchers suggest that capuchin monkeys, lice humans, are guided by social emotions. in
the wild, they are a co-operative, group-living species, Such co-operation s likely to be stable
only when each anitmal feels it is not being cheated. Feelings of righteous indignation, it seems,
are not the preserve of people alone, Refusing a lesser reward completely makes these feelings
abundantly clear to other mernbers of the group. However, whether such a sense of faimess
evolved independently in capuching and hurnans, of whether it stems from the common ancestor
that the species had 35 million years ago, s, a5 yet, an unanswered question.

There are upsetting parallels today, as scientists in one wave afler another try to awaken us to
the growing threat of global warming The latest was a panel from the National Academy of
Seiences, enlisted by the White House, to tell us that the Earth' s atmosphere is definitely wartning
and that the probler is largely man-made. The clear message is that we should get moving to
protect ourselves. The president of the Netional Academy, Bruce Alherts, added this key point in
the preface to the panels report “Science never has all the answers But science does provide us
with the best available guide to the future, and it is critical that our nation and the world base,
important policies on the best judgments that science can provide concerning the future
consequences of present actions.”

Just as on smoking voices now come from many quarters insisting that the science about global
wartning is incomplete, that it's OK to keep!pouring furmes into the air until we know for swe. this
is a dangerous game: by the 100 percent of the evidence is in, it may be too late. With the tisks
obvious ani growing, a prudent people would take out an insurance policy now.

Fortunately, the White House is sarting to pay attention. But it's obvious that a majority of the
president’s advisers still don't take global warming seriously. Instead of a plan of action, they
contine to press for more research-a classic case of  “paralysis by anlysis”s

To serve as responsible stewards of the planet, we rust press forward on deeper atmospheric
and oceanic research But research alone is inadequate. IF the Administration Won't take the
Iegislative initiative, Congress should help to begin fashioning conservation measures & bill by
Denocatic Senator Robert Byrd of West Virginia, which would offer fsancial incentives for
private industey is a promising start Many see that the country s getting ready to build lots of new
power plants tomeet our energy needs, 1fwe are ever going to protest the atmosphere, it is crucial
thet those new plants be environmentally sound.

Now researchers suspect that dreams are part. of the mind's emotional thermostat, regulating
tmoods while the brain is “0ff-line.” And one leading authority says that these intensely powerful
mental #efts can be not only harmessed but actually brought under conscious control, to help us
sleep and feel better, 1S your dream” says Rosalind Cartwright, chair of psychology at Chicago’s
Medical Center. “If you do't like & change it”

Evidence from brain irmaging supports this view The brain is as active during REN(rapid eye
tmovement)sleep-when most vivid dreams occur-as it is when fully awalke, says Dr, Eric Nofinger
at the University of Pittsburgh. But not all parts of the brain are equally involved; the limbic
systern (the “emotional brain” )is especially active, while the prefrontal cortex (the center of
intellect and reasoning)is relatively quiet, “We wake up from dreams happy or depressed, and
those feelings can stay with us all day” says Stanford sleep reseatcher Dr, Williarm Dement.

And this process need not be e o the unconscious. Cartwright believes one can exercise
conscious contcalover recuning bad dreams As soon as you avwaken, identify what is upsetting
alhont the dream Visualize how you wovld like it to end instead; the next time is occurs, try to
walke up just enough to control ts course, With tmuch practice people can learn to, terally, do itin
their sleep

At the end of the day theres probabiy litle reason to pay attention to our drearms atall unless
they keep us from sleeping of “we wake u in a panic,” Cartwright says Terroristn, econotnic
uncertainties and general feelings of insecurity have increased people’s ariety Those suffering
from persistent nightmares should seek help from a therapist For the rest of us , the brain has its
ways of working through bad feelings.
